CSX Developments: 
The need is for a pedestrian at-grade crossing.  We 
have been gathering info and photos on existing 
pedestrian at-grade crossings.  To date we have 
photos of crossings at JMU (Harrisonburg), Emory 
and Henry (near Abingdon), Randolph Macon 
(Ashland) and the Towns of Buchanan, Elkton and 
Ashland.  Clearly, many at-grade pedestrian 
crossings exist and are heavily used.  Ours should be 
allowed. 
 
Virginia Action on Railroad Crossings: 
The Virginia Department of Rail and Public 
Transportation (DRPT) has been dragging its feet 
over the issue of at-grade pedestrian crossings.  A 
recent meeting of DRPT, DCR and others produced 
nothing.  DRPT said they have still not completed 
their study of rails with trails or rail crossings.  Bob 
Munson attended.  I spoke to Secretary of Natural 

Resources office on 10/20/06 about getting the 
Secretary to prod the DRPT to get the job done.  I 
expect to hear back from his office in a week or 
so. 
 
Lock 14 Access:  VDOT Permit In Hand 
We have the VDOT permit to develop the 
intersection at Route 501.  The required letter of 
credit will not be used unless the project 
construction actually starts.   
 
The estimate on construction will vary depending 
on how much volunteer labor we can obtain for 
clearing, bulldozer work and engineering, and 
how much donated materials we can get for fill 
material and other such items.  If you think you 
can help with volunteer labor or materials (once 
construction starts), please let me know.   
 
Suppor t Grows: 
Our newest state representative to support the 
project is Sen. Frank Ruff.  I attended a Friends of 

the Appomattox River meeting on Thursday, 
October 26 and made a talk to that group.  
They will vote on doing a support letter next 
month, but I am confident we will get one.   
 
Lock 14 Clean Up: 
The Cushaw Project team cleared brush so 
we could get a decent photo of the lock 
wall.  We have uncovered only about 10 
percent of the wall, but it looks really great.

“ About fifteen years ago, a young fellow and seven 
hundred dollars worth of equipment ended a planned trip 
to New Orleans in this rapid.  The equipment stayed there 
and the canoeist barely managed to get out.  Most people 
believed him to have drowned.  His parents came down 
from up north to pick him up, took one look at the rapid 
he’d tried to run in high water, and put him in mental 
institution.”  

 
This is definitely recommended reading, and a great gift for anyone 
with a little time on their hands.

It was in the summer of 1973 that my parents invited Deb and I to go 
canoeing on the Nottoway River.  We were joined by a group from 
the Northwest River Chapter out of Tidewater.  That was our first 
canoeing trip.  Our second trip was a month later -- the first annual 
FFV Labor Day Meeting at Camp Friendship.  We had so much fun 
on that trip, we’ve been to every Labor Day meeting since. 
 

Since that time I’ve realized that FFV is not just a bunch of fun-
loving river rats, but, more importantly, we care deeply about 
conserving Virginia’s streams.  To that end we’ve played an 
important role in enlarging Virginia’s Scenic Rivers System and 
fighting projects we saw as destructive to the state’s environment. 
 

I’ve watched the organization develop.  New chapters have formed, 
some chapters have faded and some chapters remain the workforce of 
FFV. 
 

At our November 14 business meeting, Jim Garner announced a 
membership of 278.  It seems our membership has stabilized at 
between 250 and 280 for the past 10 years.  I’ve often wondered why 
an organization which has fought the battles and realized the 
accomplishments FFV has, is not growing. 
 

I purposely included membership in the business meeting agenda to 
initiate some thought in that regard.  An interesting discussion 
ensued. 
 

The comment was made that it is difficult to explain to others exactly 
what FFV is.  Out growth has been primarily through our chapters.  
Our chapters developed from a group of friends getting together on 
the river.  Because of this organizational structure each chapter has its 
own personality.   This structure may tend to restrict our growth 
somewhat. 
 

Another comment was made that we have gotten away from our 
foundation as a float fishing organization.  We are more diverse now 
than in earlier years.  Perhaps we have lost some identification 
because of this. 
 

Also, we are still seen as a bunch of boaters who get together on the 
river primarily to party.  This is probably well deserved to a certain 
extent but over stated for the most part.  We do enjoy a good time on 
the river but we are also more responsible than our reputation 
dictates. 
 

Whatever the reason, we have reached a plateau in membership that 
we seem unable to overcome.  My concern is that growth is healthy 
and we aren’ t growing.  I don’ t think a wholesale membership drive 
is the answer, but I do think we need to get some new blood into the 
organization.  We have the same people, for the most part, carrying 
the weight year after year. 
 

We probably need to do a better job of stating our own case.  We had 
over 500 people at the 1985 VIP Float.  I would guess that less than 
20 were VIP’s and about 250 were members.  We lost a good 

opportunity at that float.  Cindi and Lise have volunteered to put 
together a statement of purpose on FFV for such occasions. 
 

The best opportunity to introduce new members to the 
organization is at the Memorial Day and Labor Day meetings.  I 
would like to encourage greater participation at these meetings. 
 

For the past two years Cindi and Lise have organized a new 
member float with some success.  I would like to encourage 
others to follow suit and publish such floats in the newsletter. 
 

There are probably a number of other things we can do to 
increase interest in FFV.  We now have 278 members.  I would 
like to see us surpass 300 by Labor Day 1988, not just for the 
numbers, but to initiate new life into the organization. 
 

After all is said and done, despite our diversity, we all have one 
thing in common -- the enjoyment and conservation of Virginia’s 
free flowing streams.
