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Foundation’s Mission?





There has been some recent discussion as to the mission and goals of the FFV Foundation.  The main point of dispute has to do with property.  The Foundation was originally set up to accept donated property and give the donor a tax write-off.  Lately the emphasis has been on raising money to buy land. There are several questions related to this issue:  Why has the Foundation’s purpose changed from accepting donated property to actually buying property?  When did the club authorize the Foundation to buy property? 


 It seems to some members that there has been a shift in mission for the Foundation without club  authorization.  If the club is serious about buying property, then we need to make that decision with a vote by the club, following the voting procedures stated in the club bylaws.  This is a serious decision that needs to come up for a vote and all members need to understand the long-term implications of being property owners and the commitment it requires.  If the club indeed wants to purchase property, then the raising of money should be taken out of the Foundation and done by the club, since FFV, Inc. can purchase property just as well as the Foundation.  As a non-profit organization, the Foundation is useful for property acquisition when someone wants to donate property.





Removing fund-raising for property purchase from the Foundation will allow the Foundation to pursue other education and conservation projects if so empowered by the club. If the club decides that property should be purchased, members who are interested in raising money for property purchase can pursue raising money through a committee as part of FFV, Inc.   If, in the future, a property owner wants to donate a suitable piece of property, the Foundation will still be there to accept the property.

Out-of-State Trash to Be 


Barged Up James Again





Waste Management of Virginia has received a permit that allows the company to barge trash up the James River to Charles City County. The permit requires the company to abide by Virginia’s new trash-barging regulations which stipulates that the trash be sealed in containers and Waste Management obtain a $1 million bond to pay for any potential trash spill.  The trash will be unloaded at a port near Shirley Plantation and trucked to a WM landfill about 12 miles north of the unloading site.  Virginia is the number 2 importer of trash in the USA, behind Pennsylvania. The James River Association is currently suing to overturn the new trash barge rules.

June 5-6: Pigg River Ramble 


& Breakfast on the Blackwater ��Good morning from Franklin County, Virginia!��Franklin County and Rocky Mount will be hosting the Third Annual Pigg River Ramble Canoe Race on June 5, 2004 in Rocky Mount, VA. This race follows the Pigg River seven miles from Waid Recreation  Area to Rocky Mount.�The race starts around 9 AM in Waid Park and it takes roughly three to four leisurely floating hours to complete the trip.  The awards ceremonies, concert, and barbeque fest occur later that night at the Rocky Mount Farmers Market featuring fresh pig (one "g") and great �bluegrass.  The Pigg is a moderate piedmont river that averages about 400 cfs on race day.  No real rapids, just some fun riffles and a couple of small (1 foot) ledges.�This is a great river to introduce youth and novices to the joy of canoeing and paddlesports in a great casual environment full of people out enjoying the water.��Your entry fee scores you a free event shirt, post-event barbeque  party, and all prizes and awards.  The goal of the event is to open up the world of Franklin County's rivers to folks whose only encounters may have been crossing them on bridges at 60 mph.��The following morning we will host our first ever Fun Float called "Breakfast on the Blackwater".  This six mile float includes a catered breakfast at the halfway point on the banks of the beautiful Blackwater River.  The Blackwater is deemed eligible for State Scenic River Status by DCR.  The Blackwater's drainage is substantially smaller than the Pigg so water levels will be highly variable.  The Blackwater is similar to the Pigg and it skirts the edge of a large foothill mountain that produces some tremendously beautiful granite cliffs overflowing with rhodies and mountain laurel.  The Blackwater float will put in at 8 AM and wrap up near the US Rte 220 bridge.��Free shuttles will be provided for both events.
