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Labor Day 2002 Minutes


Outgoing president Larry Born ‘honked the horn” to call the meeting to order.


 Minutes as printed in the last newsletter were accepted with no corrections. Minutes for the Labor Day meeting were taken by Linda VanLuik in the absence of the legendary Wrighttus. Reports followed.


The Treasurer’s Report, distributed in the absence of the treasurer, was accepted as presented.  


The Newsletter Report called attention to the fact that by reverting to a former status: local printing and manual attachment of stamps vs. the UPS version, newsletters were received in a more timely fashion. 


The Conservation/Safety Report included a variety of issues.


Whitt Riverbend Park: Camping by permit was unanimously approved by the local planning commission. An EDA grant for funding to put in toilets, trails, picnic tables, etc. is on hold due to the bad economy.


Solitude: A conservation easement proposal is underway. Currently, a yearly lease vs. ownership shares is under discussion. The Dickel Bash will be held at Solitude, September 27-29; tickets are $20 per person. 


Water Quality:  Roanoke City has proposed taking water from the New River. Many miles away in West Virginia where the New joins the Kanawah, no minimum flow levels have yet been established. At this time, there are no laws against interstate basin transfer.


James River: Lynchburg and Amherst are making plans to take water from the James River. Covington has cut back on releases at Gathwright Dam on the Jackson which feeds into the James. 10% has been cut; there are plans to cut 10% more. 


Positive action in three locations: On the Jackson River, releases occur every weekend. On the Staunton, below Leesville Lake, releases occur on Saturdays.  On the Dan River, releases take place very weekend on Saturdays or Sundays, alternatively.


DGIF has proposed new boat regulations that will require all boaters 
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seat cushion. Letters opposing this proposal are underway.
