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December 2002 Minutes


President Byron Jones called the meeting to order at 11 a.m. He called for a moment of silence to remember our members Joel Artman and Pete Rowe who died this past year. About 38 members attended.


REPORTS


The minutes were approved as printed in the newsletter.


The treasurer, Tim Henness, reported a balance of $1,692.63 in the checking account and a balance of $6,744.18 in our CD. His report was accepted.


Linda VanLuik requested original stories for the newsletter.


Don Leeger, membership chairman, expressed concern that the chapter treasurers were not forwarding dues and rosters to the state treasurer in a timely manner resulting in members being purged from the membership roster. He reminded the membership dues are payable by the first of the year and the grace period runs from Jan.1 to April 1, ample time to get the paper work done. Membership stands at approx. 250.


Conservation chairman Bill Tanger had three main items to report:


1) The Hipes Dam project on Craigs Creek (ca.1970s) was back on the front burner as a result of the recent drought. Like the dam at Lake Moomaw, this dam would supply water to the James for Richmond during dry spells. Bill then listed several consequences and alternatives to the project. The membership passed a resolution asking Bill to write a letter to the Corps of Engineers on behalf of the FFV to request thorough study of these alternatives to constructing the dam.


2) FORVA has nominated Bottom Creek and Little Stoney Creek for exceptional water status.  A letter from FFV supporting this issue has been sent to DEQ.


3) FORVA is planning to open an education program to alert the public to invasive species. The project will include posters, brochures and a state-wide conference. Bill gave the club a heads-up that $500 will be requested from the FFV later in the year to aid in this project.


OTHER BUSINESS


A motion was passed to have Don Leeger write the West Virginia Rivers Coalition to have our club’s roster taken off their mailing and solicitation lists.				(continued, next page)
