Bob and I are hosting a season opener at our place in Nelson County along the Rockfish River.  Camping will be open from Friday to Sunday (April 11-13), Thursday too (however  porta-potties will not arrive until Friday!).  Everyone is welcome!





I will be providing chili Friday night, and a main course Saturday night.  SATURDAY IS USUALLY POT LUCK! A $5 River Tax per person will pay for the porta- potties. 





We float the section of the Rockfish starting from Route 29N.  We float about six river miles down to a section near our home.  This is a very quick shuttle, and back to camp for dinner, horseshoes, bonfire, midnight football, and anything in between. 





 This is a great section of the river, we should have plenty of water, good fishing, and I have ordered sunshine and 70 degree weather.  The Rockfish will be VERY cold, please dress appropriately. Bob wore blue jeans three years ago and learned that NAKED is better than blue jeans!! 





 We try to leave camp by 10:30 am Saturday, run the shuttle and TRY for send off by 11:30am @ the latest.  Anyone interested --Email me @  � HYPERLINK "mailto:ginnie@floatfishermen.org" \o "mailto:ginnie@floatfishermen.org" �ginnie@floatfishermen.org� or give me a call.  We had about 45 campers last year and 31 people on the river.





Directions:  From Charlottesville take Route 29 South about 19 miles.  Turn left onto Route 617 (Rockfish River Road).  Go about 2.5 miles, turn right at second bridg, onto Route 620 (Farrar Bridge Lane).  Cross bridge, turn right at the 'Y', staying on 617.  Follow this past the End State maintenance.  This turns to a gravel road.  At bottom of hill (about 70 yards), turn right into field (794 Farrar Bridge Lane).  You are there!!  Follow drive straight back to Ginnie's campground, you can't miss it!!





From Lynchburg follow Route 29 North past Lovingston about 7 miles.  You will pass the PUT IN on the right, just after crossing the Rockfish River.  Turn left onto Route 617 ( Rockfish River Road).  From here, follow the directions above.
