From Charlottesville: Take US 29 N to Culpepper. Take Bus.  29/15 just before Remington.  Turn R on SR 673 (<.25 mi. turn L into campground <.5mi. after railroad crossing. 





From Fredericksburg: Take US 17 toward Warrenton. At Bealeton, L on SR 28 to US 29/15. L on US 29/15 (South) past Remington.  Turn L into campground <.5mi. after railroad crossing. 





From Warrenton: US 29 toward Charlottesville. Turn L after crossing Rappahannokc River onto Bus. 29/15. Turn R on SR 673 (<.25 mi. turn L into campground <.5mi. after railroad crossing.

since the rain was coming down in bucketfuls on and off for about 18 hours.  We made it back but the Salamander and Cass wouldn’t be running the next day due to washouts along the tracks.  The run from Spruce to the Cheat Bridge looked a bit scrapey when we viewed it the first day, but it was probably roaring the second day.  (What’s a boater’s favorite whine? The eater’s too low; the water’s too high.) But no matter the water level, High Falls is a mandatory portage. 


Our third trip, on board the Tygart Flyer, from Elkins back up to High Falls took us along the Beamis to Bowden Section of the Shaver’s Fork, which is what several of us had run in our salad days.  The water was still coming up, and High Falls was really roaring.


 We met a few fishermen on the train with tee shirts stating that Beamis is a  state of mind, but by that time, all the trout were probably down in Morgantown.  This section is a more populated, developed area of the Shaver’s Fork.  For really getting away from it all, the trip to Spruce is the ticket and Sal is the only  logical way to get there.


	There are some pedaling opportunities in the area,  But since we got off the Sal late Thursday, our only sunny, dry day, we didn’t ride our bikes.  We were content Sunday when it was not raining, but threatening, to drive around  checking out spots to ride.  There’s a road to the Cheat Mountain Club that looks relatively flat, but may offer scenery.  The road to Cheat Mountain Fort Site offers some challenges was well as scenery;  let us know if you try it.
