STORM WATER RUNNOFF TOP SOURCE OF POLLUTION IN ELIZABETH RIVER


The Elizabeth River Project-- located in Norfolk and using volunteer help to reverse loss of wetlands with restoration projects across Hampton Roads-- has identified storm water runoff as the major new source of pollution in the Elizabeth River. Most of the river’s pollution problems have, in the past, stemmed from industrial (mostly marine) use. VIRGINIA WATERS “UNSAFE FOR  SWIMMING” ARE LISTED


Listed as unsafe are 46 miles of the James from Richmond to Hopewell; other stretches of the James in Amherst, Campbell, Nelson and Lynchburg; 8.7 miles of Tuckahoe Creek, 25 miles of the North River; 11.8 miles of the South River; 11 miles of the Piney; 4.5 miles of Deep Run; 20.9 miles of the Appomattox in Cumberland; 7.4 miles of the Appomattox in Chesterfield, Prince George and Hopewell; 12.7 miles of Swift Creek, stretches of the Rapidan in Madison, Orange, and Culpeper; 26 miles of the Meherrin; 7 miles of the South Anna and 77.7 miles of Morris Creek.
